First aid Box placed and checked in Adventure nets 
Kiosk, 

Staff on duty will utilise tannoy system and ask all 
customers to make swift exit from Adventure nets area 
and make there way over to the designated assembly 
area, where staff will assist,
Gates are magnetised, staff monitor in and out, signage 
up in place for parental supervision, Adult must stay on 
site, adult must supervise own children at all times if 
between age of 3-4,  it is the responsibility of the 
parents/ guardians to supervisor there participants at all 
times

Ensure Staff implement lost child procedures if required, 
ensuring gates are kept closed when not in use

Tap water available from site, drinks available to 
purchase parasols available for guests

Splinters/ 
Sharp edges

in contact with tree houses made from wood, damaged 
wood

visual check of these daily for an signs of damage 
signed off on chechsheet, if damaged, area removed as 
Out of Order till fully fixed, 

Slides maintained inline with manufactures guidelines 
and checked daily

Signage in place on rules not to take part if experiencing 
heart, back or neck problems, also not to take part if 
pregnant or after recent surgery 

participants are not permitted on the nets with Jewellery, 
there is signage in place for this

All loose hair must be tied back when participating on the 
nets

Injury due to 
alcohol

No alcohol permitted and stated on signage, any 
customer that is under the indolence of alcohol and is 
not abiding by the net rules will be asked to leave the 
area

Covid, 
Infection

anyone showing symptoms, staff or customers will not 
be permitted to attend the nets, Hand sanitise units in 
place, regular contact points are cleaned using D10 
sanitiser,  being all outdoors the risk is reduced due to 
fresh air. Track and trace scanning in place
